 INTRODUCTION 
 

Welcome to the 2010 Rainworth Skoda Dukeries Rally which will be the 51st    
consecutive Dukeries Rally. The event is based at Southwell Racecourse just 
south of the historic Minster town of Southwell, and includes 44 miles of forestry 
stages linked by a road route of 100 miles.  
The club would like to thank the Directors of Rainworth Motors for their continued 
support of the Dukeries Rally and hope that this successful partnership will       
continue.   
   

The event is a round of the Silverstone Tyres BTRDA Rally Series, Millers Oils 
BTRDA 1400 Championship, BTRDA Rally First Challenge and MG ZR Rally 
Challenge plus the MSA English Rally Championship. In addition the event is part 
of four popular Regional Association Championships; the Competition Car Insur-
ance EMAMC Rally Championship, the Roadrunner Phoenix Awards ANEMMC 
Rally Championship, the  ANCC Northern Stage Rally Championship and the 
Ward Construction AEMC Rally Championship.    
 

Thanks to the continued support of Competitors and Sponsors we have retained 
the standard entry fee at £375 for the 4th year, and to encourage competitors to 
sample forest rallying we have a reduced entry fee of £325 for any driver         
entering their first forest rally and for all registered BTRDA Rally First drivers.

We have included classes specially for Historic Rally Cars and we hope to see 
some cars from past Dukeries Rallies out on the event.  
 

We encourage competitors to use the on-line entry system although postal entries 
are still very welcome. Payment can be by Bank Transfer, Paypal (credit card) or 
cheque. To encourage competitors to enter the event as soon as possible we  
guarantee a full refund if the entry is withdrawn before the closing date.  
A short Saturday scrutineering session will be available by prior arrangement.

Dukeries Motor Club Ltd will promote a National B Permit Multi Venue Stage Rally on     
Saturday 12th June 2010, sponsored by Rainworth Skoda. It will be a qualifying round of

2. JURISDICTION 
Held under the General Regulations of The Motor Sports Association (incorporating the  
provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), these Supplementary Regulations 
and any written instructions the promoting club may issue for the event. 
 

3. AUTHORISATION

4.    ELIGIBILITY 
The event is open to competitors holding a valid National B or higher grade competition   
licence issued by the MSA who are either :- 
 a) Members of Dukeries MC Ltd or BTRDA Ltd    
 b) Members of any club in the EMAMC, ANCC, ANEMMC and AEMC.  
 c) Registered contenders in any of the championships listed in item 1 above. 
 

5.    FORMAT 
The rally will start and finish at Southwell Racecourse, Nr Southwell, Nottinghamshire. 
NG25 0TS. (MR: 120 / 735 527)  The first car will start at 08:30 and is due to return at 
approx 16:00.  There will be 44 miles of special stages on forestry roads linked by           
approximately 100 miles of public roads.  The route is on OS 1:50,000 scale map 120.   
 

6.    CLASSES AND NUMBERING 
The event will be divided into 14 vehicle classes as follows: 
 

►Class F1000/RF1.0  Cars up to and including 1000cc that comply with the BTRDA Rally 
First technical regulations and cars complying with the current F1000 technical regulations.  

►Class RF1.4  Cars up to and including 1400cc that comply with the BTRDA Rally First 
technical regulations. 

►Class 1.4L  All current and former FIA Group N1 cars; cars that comply with a recognised 
„UK One Make Challenge‟ technical specification and cars complying with BTRDA Rally 
First regulations but with non standard transmissions. 

►Class 1.4C  Cars up to and including 1400cc with a maximum of 8 valve engines, plus all 
other cars up to and including 1,000cc not eligible for Class F1000/RF1.0.  Class 1.4C cars 
must not be fitted with remote reservoir suspension. 



►Class 1.4S   All other cars up to and including 1400cc and all current and former FIA 
    Group A5 cars.      

 ►Class N3*     Current & former FIA Group N cars over 1400cc up to and including 2000cc 

►Class N4*     Current & former FIA Group N cars over 2000cc and FIA Super 2000 cars.  

    * FIA homologated and  formerly homologated cars complying with their homologation papers.  

►Class B10     Over 1400cc up to and including 1600cc 

►Class B11     Over 1600cc up to and including 2000cc 

►Class B12     Over 2000cc two wheel drive 

►Class B13     Over 2000cc four wheel drive cars that do not qualify for class N4 or WR1.   

►Class WR1    Over 2000cc four wheel drive cars with a sequential gearbox.  
 

All forced induction engines (except diesel engines) are subject to an additional capacity coefficient of 
1.7 to 1. [J 5.4.1]   Vehicles fitted with a Rotary engine will also have an equivalence of 1.7 to 1.  
 

Historic Classes  

►Class H2 For all cars registered and homologated before 1.1.75.   

►Class H3 For all cars registered and homologated between 1.1.75 and 31.12.81.  

All cars in H2 & H3 must comply with the appropriate requirements of MSA regulation R49.  
 

Classes may be amalgamated if there are less than 3 entries in a class at first closing date.    
 

Competitors will be seeded in 3 groups. The first group will be cars in classes RF1.0, 
RF1.4, 1.4L, 1.4C and 1.4S and they will leave MTC1 first, followed by the second group of 
cars in classes H2, H3, N3, B10, B11 & B12. The third group will be cars in classes N4, 
B13 and WR1.  
Within each group cars will be seeded in order of anticipated performance. Cars in the first 
group will carry competition numbers starting at 201, cars in the second group will carry 
competition numbers starting at 101 and cars in the third group will carry competition    
numbers starting at 1.  There will be an appropriate time interval between each group.

Subjective Route Notes will be available from Patterson Pacenotes. It is the competitor‟s 
responsibility to order and pay for their notes direct from Patterson Pacenotes as the event 
organisers are not  involved in this process.  (See Patterson advert)  
No other route notes are authorised for use on this event, and if other route / pace notes are 
found, competitors will be penalised in accordance with R32.2(q).  This does not preclude  
competitors from making notations thereon to suit their individual purposes or to transfer 
information provided by the organisers (e.g. logging information) onto the notes. In all      
instances the event organisers accept no liability or responsibility for the use of the        
Subjective Route Notes.  
 

Mapping  
The event will provide a full tulip road book including stage maps. The Service and Auxiliary 
Support packs will contain relevant road routes and stage locations based on colour OS 
mapping.   
Competitors who require a full Competitor Map Book with 1:25,000 OS stage maps and   
1:50,000 OS road maps must order direct from Andy Kay at Pine Lodge Maps                       
Tel: 0151 647 5055. Fax: 0151 647 0079.   (see Pine Lodge advert)  
 

11. VEHICLE IDENTIFICATION 
Official Rally Plates will be supplied which must be displayed on the front and rear of the 
rally car. In addition the event sponsors decals must be displayed on both sides of the car 
above the competition number.  Each car will display competition numbers in accordance 
with J4.1 (i.e. traditional numbers) which will be provided by the organisers at Scrutineering.                     
All identification must be kept in a legible condition throughout the event.   
 

12.    CONTROLS & TIMING 
This will be as described in R30 and R31 with the following modifications. 
R30.3.3 will apply at the final time control 
R31.2.5  Maximum Permitted Lateness (penalty free) will be 20 minutes. 
 

Special Stage Starts  (R25.7.2) 
The starting signal for a Special Stage will be traffic lights driven automatically from the start 
clock.  There will normally be no verbal countdown.   
The count down sequence will be: - 
At 15 seconds before your start time a red light will be shown. 
At 10 seconds before your start time an amber light will come on. 
At 5 seconds before your start time the red light will go off and the 5 sectors of the amber 
light  will turn off at 4, 3, 2 and 1 seconds before your start time. 
At the start time the final sector of amber light will turn off and a green light will be            
displayed.  This green light will be your visual signal to GO. 
The organisers reserve the right to change to the manual starting procedure as described in 
R25.7.1 should the automatic system fail.   
 

Main Controls (MC) and Services Area (SV) 
Main Controls will be situated at the Start and Finish of the Rally.   
The Service Area will have „IN‟ and „OUT‟ Time Controls and a target time will be specified  
between these controls. 
 

Passage Controls (PC) 
PC‟s will be established along the route to collect time cards. No times will be recorded at 
PC‟s but competitors failing to provide the necessary documents at a PC will be deemed 
not to have visited that control. 



Organisers times and mileages will be deemed correct and not subject to protest.           
Any adjustments caused by a timekeeping error must be made at the control in question
(R26.6.8).  Should any recorded time not be legible or appear authentic the organisers may 
use any means at their disposal to establish an appropriate time. 
 

The organisers reserve the right to delete any section of the event from the results if they 
deem it fairer to do so.  Alternatively they may apply R24.5 amended as follows:-   
For the purpose of determining the notional time to be given to a crew who has not been 
able to cover a stage in the normal manner due to the running of the Special Stage being 
stopped, the three groups of vehicles in the rally will be treated as separate events. The  
notional time for crews in classes 1.4S, 1.4C, 1.4L, RF1.4 & RF1.0 will correspond to the 
slowest time set by a crew in any of these classes, up to the moment of interruption. The 
notional time for crews in classes H2, H3, N3, B10, B11 & B12 will correspond to the    
slowest time set by a crew in these classes, up to the moment of interruption. The notional 
time for crews in classes N4, B13 & WR1 will correspond to the slowest time set by a crew 
in any of these classes, up to the moment of interruption.   
If it appears that the slowest time represents a complete anomaly, the next slowest time 
may be retained (and so on until the 5

th
 slowest time).  However no crew that is totally or 

partially responsible for stopping a stage may benefit from this measure.  If they finish the 
stage they will be given the time that they actually recorded even if this is greater than the 
time awarded to other crews. 
 

13.    PENALTIES 
These are as specified in R32.1 and R32.2   
 

Helicopters: R39.3 “During the course of the event competitors are not permitted to use, or 
be directly or indirectly concerned in the use of helicopters in the vicinity of the event 
whether in connection with servicing, aerial surveillance or any other reason whatsoever”.       
Penalty = Exclusion and report to the MSA.  
 

14.    JUDGES OF FACT & DRIVING STANDARDS OBSERVERS 
The organisers may appoint Judges of Fact and Driving Standards Observers to adjudicate 
on any items detailed in R24.7 and R24.8.   
Stage Start Marshals are empowered to judge if a competitor has made a false start.     
Excessive sound will be monitored during the event. This will include instantaneous             
factual occurrences of noise such as that produced by backfiring caused by some anti lag        
systems.   
 

15.    SERVICE & AUXILIARY SUPPORT 
All work carried out in the Service Area and in Auxiliary Support Areas should comply with 
Health & Safety recommendations and the MSA Service Area Risk Management document.   
When any work is being carried out on a competing car it must be parked on a non 
porous groundsheet.    
 

There will be one Main Service Area which will be at Southwell Racecourse and a Service 
Pack is included with every entry.  
 

Auxiliary Support 
Auxiliary Support crews are permitted to provide assistance to competitors at designated 
locations on the route but only from vehicles displaying an Auxiliary Support identification 
plate.  Auxiliary Support vehicles may only be saloon, hatchback and estate cars, their 
small van equivalents, people carriers or 4 x 4 leisure vehicles. Roof racks and trailers are 
not permitted.  
The registration number of each Auxiliary Support vehicle must be supplied to the           
organisers before a numbered AS identification plate will be issued. The AS identification 
plate must be stuck on the front of the relevant AS vehicle. The use of the identification 
plate on any other vehicle will be penalised.   



An Auxiliary Support pack includes an AS vehicle plate, colour OS based maps showing 
the designated Auxiliary Support route, the stage locations, time schedule, entry list etc, 
and is available at the cost of £20.  Applications must be made on the official entry form.   
 

16.       ON EVENT FUEL / RE-FUELLING         
Competitors are only permitted to use fuel that conforms with the definitions of Pump Fuel 
in the 2010 MSA Yearbook or fuel that complies with FIA Appendix J, Article 252, Art 9. 
Competitors should note that the use of fuel that does not conform to the MSA Pump Fuel 
definition may conflict with some championship requirements.   
 

The Vital Equipment Re-fuel rig will be at Southwell Racecourse on Friday evening and 
on Saturday at the Service Area. The Vital Equipment refuelling rig supplies both a 102   
octane FIA spec fuel (Carless Hyperflo Turbo Ultimate) and a quality super unleaded fuel 
which is MSA compliant. Fuel is dispensed via a forecourt trigger mechanism or via a dry 
coupling to all competitors.       

Competitors are strongly advised to take advantage of this service.

Fuel stations along the route (some with Super Unleaded) will be marked in the Road Book 
which will be sent out in advance with the Final Instructions.   
 

17. DAMAGE DECLARATION                
Competitors must comply with R40.1.3 or R40.1.4    
 

18.     RESULTS & AWARDS PRESENTATION 
Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after the last car has finished the 
event. The awards presentation will take place at Southwell Racecourse as soon as the  
results become final.   
Bar facilities and a variety of inexpensive meals will be available.     
 

19.     INSURANCE 
The Club have applied to Lockton Insurance (formerly Alexander Forbes) for a Blanket 
Cover Note under their Motor Sports (Road Traffic) Scheme.  This will provide competitors 
who need to use the scheme with Third Party Cover to meet RTA requirements on the road 
sections of the event.  The basic rate for the rally (before any loading) is £27.30.   
All applicants wishing to use the scheme must be able to comply with all the points of the 
Lockton Insurance declaration:- 

Over 21 yrs and held a full licence for at least 6 months. 

Not more than one fault accident in last 3 years 

No more than a maximum of 6 speeding points on licence 

No physical or mental disabilities 

No other material facts 

If you are able to comply with all the points above, simply sign the Insurance declaration 
form at documentation – no letter of acceptance will be issued.  If you do not comply with 
any of the above points then contact Lockton Insurance direct (Motorsport Risk Services 
Lockton Companies International Ltd, 19 Spring Gardens, Manchester M2 1FD. Tel: 0161 
828 3300) and request a declaration form. This form must be returned to Lockton Insurance 
in sufficient time to allow a letter of acceptance to be issued to the competitor. Faxed     
copies are acceptable.
